XIII International Festival of sandy sculptures  'Treasure Island' at the Peter and Paul Fortress beach.

                   In the centre of the city appeared 'The Treasure Island'.

July 17, 2014:   Opening of the XIII International Festival of Sand Sculpture on the beach of Peter and Paul Fortress. This year the main theme of the sculpture festival is  'Treasure Island'. 

12:00  The traditional midday cannon shot from the Peter and Paul Fortress marks the opening of the Festival.  The canon's discharge was made by the Head of Secretariat of the Inter-parliamentary Assembly of the CIS Member States  Alexey Ivanovich Sergeev.  He has been a permanent partner of the Festival for many years, providing logistical support to its holding.
Following the midday cannon shot the awarding ceremony masters awarded prizes to participants in the creation of sculptures. 
Works of masters are evaluated by a jury that included artists, politicians, and representatives of museums in St. Petersburg. 

I place – a sculpture 'Save the African Elephants', author David Angeron (Belgium).  The purpose of the sculptor's initiative was to draw attention to wildlife conservation concerns about flora and fauna true treasures of our world. 

II place – a sculpture 'The Old Genie Hottabych', author the prestigious sculptor of Lithuania Andrius Petkus.  This sculptural composition Old Genie Hottabych - a magician on the flying carpet symbolised interconnecting countries and continents, the values, and treasures of the world. 

III place – a sculpture 'Warlike Vikings', author Ivan Zverev (St. Petersburg, Russia).
Winners awarded medals, diplomas and gifts. Permanent partners of the Festival are the 'Group LSR' and JSC 'MegaFon' who awarded special prizes to sculptor Dmitry Klimenko and Andrius Petkus. Sculptor Ruslan Arslanbaev was awarded Special Prize Inter-parliamentary Assembly for sculptural composition 'Whangdoodle-whale-fish - miracle monster- the character of Russian folk tales and fairy tales.
The XIII International Festival of sandy sculptures was created on a theme of spiritual and material achievements values of our interconnecting world.  Due to the fact that 2014 had been declared Year of the Gulf of Finland, the sculptors spoke about water resources as a priceless treasure.  
Symbol of the Year Gulf of Finland - Baltic ringed seal - appeared at the festival in the form of sand sculptures.  Also to create sculptures there were selected symbols of the most important natural treasures located in different parts of the world.
During the festival opening of new sculptures.
  A fascinating festival for children, the younger visitors will be fascinated by familiar much loved characters in various sand sculptures. Children will be to go on a fascinating journey through the world of fairy tale characters on a treasure hunt. 

For talented children there is traditional organised special workshops that children look forward to each year.  The visit inspires children's creativity thanks to the guidance given by renowned sculptors.  Children are encouraged to participate in the competition for which prizes are awarded.

A professional wizard shows the basic principles of creating sand sculptures, inspires and encourages young people to participate in the creation of several sculptures.  Those attending classes receive gifts from the organisers and partners of the festival.
Master classes are supported by the companies 'Visiting a fairy tales realm' (visiting a fairy tales kingdom) and ' The Gorky Film Studio'.   
Activities for children are not confined to master classes.   
 In the spirit of the festival young visitors are encouraged to participate in excavations in the sand mounds.
 Children are made to feel like the heroes of their favourite fairy stories.  

There will be opportunity for children to take part in treasure hunts and to search for treasures hidden in the sand, coins, scrolls and jewellery.  Both residents and guests of St. Petersburg will be able to enjoy the sand sculptures until the end of summer.
